(St. Peter & St. Paul Rocks 1991), ET3DX & 9E2A (Ethiopia 1993), 3XA8DX
(Quinea 1997), E30GA (Eritrea 1998), 601Z (Somalia 1999), J5Z (Qui nea-Bissau
2000), 5U7Z (N ger 2000), XROX (San Felix 2002), 3CQ0V (Annobon 2003), K7C
