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of turn callers that continually call while we are trying to  work  others".
The OQRS on Club Log has been enabled; at QRT time the  totals  were  82,847
QSOs (56518 CW, 20623 SSB, 5706 Data) with 21,734 unique callsigns. For  log
inquiries please contact KU9C at vp8sgi_logresearch[@]yahoo.com.
