Many thanks to John, GBWsV for forwarding the follow ng update coming from
the 3B7C team at St. Brandon.

3B7C passed the 100,000 QSO nmark earlier today (20 Septenber, Ed.). CQur
DXCC total is also at 187 - quite remarkable. W have been posting occasi ona
updates on our web page, but felt this was a good nonment for a nore conplete
update. Qur data link with the outside world is limted to a satellite uplink
and the priority has been daily log uploads. W are very pleased with the
f eedback on our web page, especially the novel features on the |og | ookup and
t he band/ node |istings.

The teamis in good spirits and all equi pment and antennas are working
well. We are particularly pleased at the way we have been able to run two
nodes sinul taneously on both 80 and 20 right fromthe start. In the last few
days we have also added a linmited capability to do this on 15 and 17 to nake
the nost of Ilimted band openings. The disappoi ntnent has been that band
openi ngs have been somewhat nore |inmted than we had hoped and propagati on on
all bands varies substantially fromday to day so we ask forbearance fromthe
DX community - we try to hit all major band openi ngs when conditions pernit.
Noi se levels also vary substantially from day to day on the LF bands -
yesterday was good and we were able to work a nunber of US stations on 160
SSB.

The good news is that we have sone real successes, for exanple working the
US West Coast on 160 at our sunset, and consistent West Coast openings both
short- and long-path on 80 and 40. W started RITTY operations |ast weekend
and currently have about 3.5k RTTY QSOs in the log, many stations telling us
that 3B7 is new for themon that node. However, and with sone reluctance, we
have deci ded not to work PSK31 as we feel this will very nmuch be a repeat of
t hose stations we have already worked on RTTY (and bearing in mnd that the
RTTY DXCC does not differentiate between data nodes), whereas there is still
a huge demand on all the traditional nodes. |Indeed, this is perhaps the
greatest surprise - that with so nany @SCs made from 3B7 in recent weeks the



pile-ups remain at a very high | evel when bands are open.

Qur beacon has been running continuously on six nmeters, but we have no
reports of reception apart fromVQ@. Nonetheless we will keep trying as this
will be a new one for the Deserving.

W will be very QRV over this com ng weekend, trying to work round the SAC
SSB contest where possible (e.g. by working RTTY and/or CWon those bands
during the 24 hours of the contest). Station break-down will start on WMbnday
24t h, though we will try to keep at least sone stations QRV until shortly
before our departure for Mauritius at first light on Wdnesday 26th (i.e.
around 0200 GMI). W have already been naking efforts to work US GCeneral
Cass licencees in their limted band segnments and will, as pronmised, be
| ooking for QRS CWstations during the |ast few days of activity.

Keep checking the website (3b7c.com) for the |atest news, and expect nore
backgrounds, statistics, photos, etc, on our return to our various hone
countri es.
