(Administrative Council, the highest body of the 1ARU) as representing the
poi nt of view of the I1ARU on the subject. Two years later the nanual has
been translated in nore than 25 | anguages, wth nore conming. To achieve
easi er access to all of the existing versions, the authors have set up a
website (www. ham operating-ethics.org).
