5X     - Andy, 5Z4VJ expects to be active as 5X2VJ  from Kampala, Uganda  on
         27-31 March. He will operate CW and digital mode(s),  with some ac-
         tivity during the CQ WW WPX SSB Contest. QSL via M0URX.
7P     - Paolo IZ0EVI, Diego IZ0EWJ and Luca IZ6DSQ will be active as  7P8WR
         from Lesotho from 23 April to 1 May. They will operate SSB, FT8 and
         FT4 on 40-10 metres. QSL via Club Log's OQRS, LoTW, or via IZ0EWJ.
CE0Y   - Markus, DJ4EL  will be active from  Easter Island (SA-001)  from 28
         March to 11 April [425DXN 1820].  "Please excuse the confusion  re-
         garding our callsign",  he posted to QRZ on 25 March.  "Although we
         were assigned the call 3G0YE,  we will not be using it for  various
         reasons. Instead, I will be conducting  a solo DXpedition  (holiday
         style) with the callsign CE0Y/DJ4EL".  QSL via Club Log's OQRS  and
         LoTW.
CE0Z   - Felipe, XQ7IR, will be active as  3G0Z  from Robinson Crusoe Island
         (SA-005), Juan Fernandez for "approximately three weeks" in May. He
         will operate  FT8, SSB and CW on 160-6 metres,  with a focus on the
         low bands.

DL     - Special callsigns  DA200GVN  and  DM50GFS will be active on various
         bands and modes from 1 April to 31 July.  The former celebrates the
         200th anniversary  of the birth of  Georg Balthasar Ritter von Neu-
         mayer (1826-1909), German geophysicist, polar researcher, and name-
         sake of the Neumayer Antarctic research station (DP0GVN).  The lat-
         ter commemorates the Georg Forster Station (Y88POL and DP0GF),  the
         first German Antarctic research base, inaugurated on  21 April 1976
         by the German Democratic Republic and decommissioned in 1993.  QSLs
         via DK5ON, LoTW and DCL (DARC Community Logbook).
I      - For the third year in a row,  members of ARI Sondrio  (IQ2UL)  will
         operate the special event station II2AUT from  28 March to 12 April
         for the World Autism Awareness Day. A certificate will be available
         on https://hamaward.cloud/awards.
JT     - Vladimir, R9LR and Denis, R8LCM will be active as  JT0LR  from rare
         grid squares in Mongolia  (NN49, NN48, NN58 and possibly NN59)  in-
         dicatively between 25 and 30 April.  They will operate SSB, CW  and
         digital modes on multiple bands and via satellite, QO-100 included.

         continental Europe.
PA     - PI26WT and other special callsigns (PA01WT, PA02WT, PD01WT, PD02WT,
         PD03WT,  PD04WT, PD05WT,  PD07WT, PD09WT)  will be active  on  7-21
         April for the  Dutch Radio Group's Water Tower Event.  Several cer-
         tificates will be available,  see https://dutchradiogroup.com/  for
         detailed information.
S0     - Celebrating the  50th anniversary of the  Sahrawi Republic (Western
         Sahara), Naama, S01A and Azman, S01AH  will be active as  S09S  be-
         tween 26 March and 31 May,  including activity during the CQ WW SSB
         and CW Contests.  They will operate phone, CW and digital modes  on
         various bands and  via QO-100 (from Tifariti, WWL IL46,  as well as
         from other grid locators).  On 28-30 March they plan  to operate  6
         metres EME on 50213 KHz using the Q65 Pileup mode. QSOs will be up-
         loaded to LoTW and Club Log.
