RSGB IOTA CONTEST

Back in April the RSGB Contest Committee decided that to minimise the impact of COVID-19, the IOTA Contest in 2020 is ex-
clusively for Single Operators using their home stations: only "SO Fixed Island” stations and “SO Fixed World” stations will be
eligible to compete in this year's event. However, any island station will count for the island points and multiplier,
even if that station is not in the competition. Moreover, IOTA Ltd has confirmed that “island contacts made over the
weekend will count for its IOTA Programme in the normal way”.

The IOTA Contest will be held from 12 UTC on 25 July until 11:59 UTC on 26 July, on 80, 40, 20, 15 and 10 metres CW
and/or SSB.
